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Dressing a PICC with a Statlock
Please use this guide alongside the main PICC care and management document

Occasionally, patients are not able to have a securacath placed due to allergies or pain and these patients will have a statlock for PICC securement.  The exit site will need to be cleansed weekly and the statlock will need to be changed every four weeks unless soiled, wet or loose.  
Please follow the instructions below carefully when changing a statlock.  
Inspect the catheter exit site for swelling, redness, or exudates through the occlusive dressing.  If there are symptoms present, contact Velindre Cancer Centre  (02920 615 888 and ask for chemo pager).

You will need to cleanse the exit site routinely every week with chlorhexidine solution 2% in 70% alcohol (chloraprep)
PICCs can be dressed using ANTT (Aseptic Non Touch Technique).
Equipment Required
2 x pairs of non sterile gloves

Clean plastic tray or a dressing pack (in the community the dressing pack acts as the tray)

Tegaderm dressing or IV 3000 dressing if patient is allergic to tegaderm
Wide steri-strips

Statlock (If changing) needs changing every 4 weeks
Chlorhexidine cleaning solution 2% in 70% alcohol (chloraprep)
Alcohol swab
Step by step guide to dressing a PICC
1. Wash hands thoroughly

2. Clean the tray with surface disinfection wipes and allow to air dry

3. In the community when trays are not available – open the dressing pack onto a surface
4. Place the following UNOPENED equipment onto the tray or opened dressing pack: 2 x pairs of non-sterile gloves, steri-strips, tegaderm dressing, alcohol swab and statlock if required. 
5. Gel or wash hands

6. Put on a pair of non-sterile gloves 
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Remove the old tegaderm/IV 3000 dressing by pulling the dressing down towards the skin.


If NOT changing the Statlock, go to number 16.








Change your gloves and put on the other pair of non-sterile gloves. LEAVE  ALL THE STERI-STRIPS IN PLACE.  Unclip the statlock clips and move the PICC to the side out of the securacath – carefully.  





Use the alcohol swab to remove the statlock.  





Remove a corner of the statlock and wipe the skin with the alcohol swab as you are removing it.  The alcohol breaks down the adhesive making it more comfortable to remove!  





Take the adhesive from the statlock pack.





Wipe the skin directly beneath where the statlock will rest on the skin with the adhesive swab.





Place the PICC into the blue pins of the statlock WITHOUT REMOVING THE PAPER BACKING and close the clips firmly.





Stabilise one side of the PICC to the skin and remove the paper backing form the other side.





Repeat on the other side.





Carefully remove all the steristrips from the exit site being careful not to touch the exit site with your gloves.





Cleanse the exit site with the chlorhexidine (chloraprep) and allow to dry for 2 minutes. The PICC needs to be cleaned routinely every week.


Nb: If there’s a biopatch on the site, remove, clean the exit site and replace with a new biopatch using sterile gloves to place at the exit site.





Place the first steri-strip aprox 2-3 mm away from the exit site.





Place three or four Steris trips at the exit site to secure.





Place the tegaderm/IV 3000 dressing sideways over the exit site and the statlock.





Make sure that there is good contact between the dressing and the skin by pressing down with the palm of your hand.
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
